Located on a lovely stream surrounded by forest, 
Baghvan offers a beau�ful experience of one of 
India’s rich yet lesser-known parks, Pench Na�onal 
Park. This is a typical Central Indian teak jungle, with 
hilly terrain and several jungle streams, and it 
supports a rich variety of wildlife, including the �ger, 
leopard, wild dog, gaur, sambar, chital and brilliant 
birdlife. The Park’s open habitat not only lends well 
to wildlife viewing, but it also offers striking views of 

the area’s sheer beauty.

INTRODUCTION



A large old Mahua tree with sprawling branches provides 

a perfect canopy for a lantern lit dinner. crackling 

bonfire. Live food counters are placed in a semi-circle 

and whiffs of delicate aromas rise from the grill. Guests 

enjoy delicious canapés and swap stories with an eclec�c 

mix of guests from around the world, before se�ling 

down to an elaborate dinner under the stars.

MAHUA DINNER

Dinner by the poolside is one of the most tranquil experi-

ences at this safari lodge. The crisp night air is pleasant 

and the lanterns cast a reflec�on on the water adding to 

the charm of the evening. Tables for each set of guests 

are placed around the pool and served by a�en�ve 

butlers. It is an unhurried experience as guests enjoy a 

sumptuous meal ending with tradi�onal Indian desserts 

and soothing camomile tea.

A sumptuous breakfast is set up on the safari vehicle bonnet 

deep in the jungle. Freshly baked muffins and cookies along 

with sandwiches, fresh fruit and hot kathi rolls are washed 

down with freshly plunged coffee and a selec�on of teas. A 

perfect refuelling for the rest of the morning safari.

BONNET BREAKFAST

A covered wooden deck along the dry river bed running 

parallel to the Pench na�onal park is one of the most exci�ng 

dining venues. One can o�en spot deer and jackals that use 

the riverbed as a pathway. An array of Indian street food is 

served from a hand cart for appe�sers, while hot breads are 

served directly from the tandoor to pair with succulent 

kebabs, curries and len�ls. Chefs explain the dishes and the 

therapeu�c effects of various ingredients. Guests are thrilled 

to hear night jars or the occasional hoot of a barn owl from 

the jungle while dining in the safety of the deck.

Each Guest bungalow has an open wooden 

deck overlooking the forest, forming an in�mate spot for 

a roman�c dinner. A table for two is laid out complete 

with a snowy table cloth and tea light candles. Service by 

a private butler is efficient yet unobtrusive. A perfect 

evening of peace, excellent service and delicious fare 

with no �me frame for guests to savour the experience.

COLONIAL BUNGALOWS
WITH MACHAAN

Each spacious bungalow has a 1950s ambience with 

indoor and outdoor shower op�ons. Pale cream cement 

screed floors against the contras�ng hues of indigo, 

green and turquoise lend a cool tranquil affect. A life sized 

portrait of a tradi�onally a�red Indian lady dominates 

the wall behind the bed. A small alcove forms a perfect 

reading nook guarded by two forest angels carved in 

wood. The bedroom opens out into a veranda beyond 

which is an open wooden deck. A metal vintage toy car 

sits atop dark wood chest and gives this outdoor space an 

element of fun. A cushioned swing for two with the teak 

trees in the background makes for a perfect picture.

ACCOMMODATION



A stop on the migratory route of several waterfowl, 

Pench is a bird-watcher’s delight. Over one hundred and 

seventy species of resident and migrant birds have been 

recorded here – spo�ed owlets blink in tree hollows, 

ospreys and eagles swoop about, and the wetlands are 

thick with li�le grebes, darters and herons.
